To demonstrate the potential of managed aquifer 
recharge in Latin America, a collection of best-
practice examples was compiled with case studies 
collected from different locations in Ecuador, 
Paraguay, Peru, Mexico, Brazil, Colombia and Chile 
(see D1.1 “Updated MAR inventory”).
